Dictator could be elected in times of crisis – 6 month term


Senate – aristocratic branch (Patricians) – legislative/administrative (senators)


Centuriate Assembly – patrician controlled 

Tribal Assembly – locally oriented - elected tribunes - made laws for common people (Plebeians)


Praetors - Judicial

Roman Republic Army – citizen’s army – land owners – requirement to serve
